· Set clear targets for individuals, groups and the class as a whole that are realistic, measurable and build on prior attainment.

· Make appropriate educational provision for children with special educational needs. 

· Create and maintain a happy, secure, safe, and stimulating learning environment.

· Demonstrate high expectations of pupil behaviour and discipline through the use of agreed rewards and sanctions.

· Mark the register at the beginning of each morning and afternoon session.

· Attend whole school assemblies as requested by the Headteacher.
