The post holder will be responsible to the Area Co-ordinator and work alongside the Employment Advisors, with young people who have been identified as requiring additional support to enable them to progress and remain in learning and/or employment.

· Work with Employment Advisors (and Business Advisors) to identify specific needs, provide ongoing IAG and continued mentoring support. 

· Manage a caseload of clients using in-house and programme management systems.

· Engage, build and maintain effective relationships with clients and provide effective IAG, confidence building and aftercare on a one-one basis. 
· Support clients’ employment and skills needs to help them meet and progress their current and future career aspirations.
· Encourage and supports clients in preparation for learning/job interviews.
· Identify and refer clients to relevant support services as required to progress and/or maintain successful development.
· Work alongside Employment Advisors to support clients’ continued personal and skills development, working to address any training and development needs and accessing resources and any other appropriate service provision.
· Develop and maintain a wide knowledge of local Labour Market Intelligence and opportunities for clients.
· Maintain an up to date knowledge of the skills supports services, ensuring that clients are referred to high quality and appropriate provision.
· Identify, develop and implement innovative ways to maintain engagement between clients and the DurhamWorks programme.
· Be responsible for own administration and record keeping; manage and develop own caseload and assist Employment Advisors to assess and monitor overall client progression and sustainment.
