Darlington Borough Council
Darlington Borough Council is a unitary authority in the North East of England. The council provides an extensive range of services for over 105,000 people and has over 2,000 employees. 

The Council’s priorities are outlined in Darlington's sustainable community strategy (SCS), 'One Darlington: Perfectly Placed', which sets out the vision for the borough, as agreed by the Darlington Partnership, a group who are committed to achieving the best for the borough and its people. ''One Darlington: Perfectly Placed' sets out eight key outcomes for the borough, as well as the conditions considered necessary to bring about delivery of the vision as follows:

(a) Strong Communities – enabling people to live fulfilling lives with less involvement from public services.

(b) Every Public Pound Well Spent – maximising the value from all public expenditure.

(c) Growing the Economy – generating income streams, employment and opportunities.

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The Role

The Job Description and Person Specification identifies the key elements of the role and the person skills and experience we are looking for to lead this service.  The job holder will be expected to take overall management responsibility for the effective delivery of a comprehensive Highway Asset Management Service, which includes:

· Highways, Bridges and Structures, Street Lighting and other highway assets.

· Public Rights of Way Function.

· Overall Management responsibility and development of the Highways and Street Lighting Direct Labour Organisation. 

· Comprehensive testing, Inspection and Safety inspection systems for assets and associated systems to manage third Party Insurance claims and Court proceedings.  The Council use Symology as its highway management ICT system. 

· Coordination of Street Works and associated systems and services.

· Regulatory aspects and functions of Highway Asset Management to ensure the Council’s statutory highway obligations are met.  For example, but not exhaustive: street naming and numbering, abnormal loads, etc.
· Responsibility for the liaison, development, approval, inspection and subsequent adoption of all new road networks associated with new housing developments and commercial areas. (this includes the requirement of coordination with others on other adoption agreements e.g. Public open space , SUDS, s278)
· Development and review of the Winter Maintenance Plan in liaison with Street Scene services (Service delivered by Street Scene which is outside the responsibility of the role)

· Development of Website and Customer focus and interfaces

· Development of Partnerships, collaborative working, Frameworks and Innovative Commercial opportunities to deliver services 

· Deputise for the Assistant Director and lead on joint initiatives across Tees Valley and Region when required. 

Tees Valley Combined Authority 

The Tees Valley Combined Authority was created in April 2016.  Its purpose is to drive economic growth and job creation in the area.  It is a partnership of five authorities; Darlington, Hartlepool, Middlesbrough, Redcar and Cleveland and Stockton-on-Tees, working closely with the business community and other partners to make local decisions to support the growth of our economy.  Under the devolution deal with Government, TVCA are taking on new responsibilities previously held by Westminster and Whitehall; for transport, infrastructure, skills, business investment, housing, culture and tourism. On 4 May 2017, the people of the Tees Valley elected a new Tees Valley Mayor, who chairs the Combined Authority.
