The Step up to Social Work programme is
a unique programme designed in
collaboration between Manchester
Metropolitan University and the 12 local
authorities that make up the North East
Region Partnership.

A key aspect of the programme is to make
clear links between academic learning
and social work practice.

Students on the programme will
undertake placements - one of 70 days
and the other of 100 days - in one of the
local authorities in the partnership. In
addition the programme includes a
variety of skills training days.

a minimum 2:2 honours degree plus a higher
degree (level 7 or above, which can include a
master’s degree or a Postgraduate
Certificate in Education)

Applicants must also have
all of the following

GCSEs in English or English language and
mathematics at grade C or above (or
approved equivalent)

experience of voluntary or paid work with
children, young people and families

the right to remain and work in the UK
