Purpose of the Post:

To work directly with children, young people and their families and cares to deliver support and services, which promote change and development and meet physical, emotional, intellectual, behavioral, health, social and cultural needs. This may include working with children with challenging behaviour, moderate to severe disability, and complex health needs.
Duties and Responsibilities:

The post holder will be expected to:

1. Follow Care/Support Plans and any other plans in place for the child, including safeguarding plans, health plans and behavioral plans.  

2. Attend relevant meetings related to children, families and carers including review, and planning meetings.  
3. Complete appropriate reports, recording and documentation, including recording on the computer database. Use other information technology and associated systems as needed.
4. Work directly with children, young people, their families and carers in a range of settings, including homes where conditions may be below acceptable standards to ensure that children and young people are safe and promote change and development. This includes:

· Communicating and engaging with children, young people, their families and carers in order to contribute to assessments and plans

· Seeking appropriate resources for children, families and carers, assisting them in applying for/accessing these services

· Supporting the child/family/carers attending educational, health, social and cultural appointments and activities. This may include transporting children, young people, their families and carers or supporting children and young people and their families in accessing public transport

· Supporting parents and carers in following advice and guidance related to good parenting, health and hygiene and family routines

· Support the production of Life Story Books

· Where it might be necessary, administering medication once training has been given, which may include emergency medication

· Ensuring that a high quality of service and support is delivered which meets the physical, emotional, intellectual, behavioral, health, social and cultural needs of the children, young people and families for whom a service is provided  
5. Work with other agencies in a positive and pro-active manner.
6. Complete appropriate recordings and documentation related to the care of the children including recording on the departments chosen computer database. Use other information technology and associated systems as needed. 
7. Take part in training, supervision and appraisal, and attend team meetings and development days. Work in other related services for short periods either as part of training or development, or to meet the needs of service users.  

8. Participate in an agreed working rota/shift pattern, which may include weekends, bank holidays, evenings, early mornings, and nights. (The service may operate 365 days per year if needed).
