	Job Purpose 

	To carry out the day to day operation, driving and supervision of Children’s Mobile Library Services, visiting schools, attending events and delivering activities to large groups of children. To maintain a high level of customer care, acting as the first point of contact for public access to council services and undertaking a range of tasks that support the delivery of a quality service.
To work as a team member contributing to meeting team targets and objectives

To contribute towards achieving the aims of providing the best quality, accessible, cost effective services to meet the needs of the community.
To act in accordance with the Council`s Health & Safety and Equal Opportunities Policies and all other council policies and plans.


	Job Content

	1. Taking responsibility for the safe driving and operation of the specially equipped large vehicle and ensuring route schedules and timetables are adhered to.

2. Assisting in the supervision and maintenance of day to day processes and routines on the vehicles or at other service points, including security, maintenance and taking charge as required.

3. Work effectively in the Children’s mobile library or wider libraries, community centres and Tourist Information Centres team, carrying out day to day processes and routines including security and maintenance.

4. Be responsible for the day to day running of the Children’s mobile library and supervising other staff as required.

5. Effectively deal with a full range of children’s services and customer enquiries in a polite helpful, positive and caring manner.

6. Participate in children’s events and activities, including large numbers of groups consisting of customers of all ages e.g. Bounce & Rhyme, Toddlers Tales, class visits and seasonal activities.

7. Regularly deliver weekly or monthly services to schools and facilities that cater for Under 5’s provision, including story telling and issuing and discharging material
8. Deliver a high quality service to customers, including meeting and greeting, reception duties, registration of customers to use facilities, answering enquiries and room bookings 

9. Deliver the vehicle to workshops and other locations for servicing and testing, and undertaking other tasks relevant to the safe operation of the vehicle.

10. Undertake daily/weekly routine maintenance including vehicle checks, refuelling and external/internal cleaning.

11. Assist customers to gain full and safe access to the vehicle including operating the passenger lift.
12. Proactively support customers in using ICT applications and software including taster sessions and other activities. 
13. Encourage and support customers to use self service technologies and resources.

14. Deal with customer enquiries and signpost them to other services as needed.
15. Positively engage with customers on a day to day basis to identify customer needs.

16. Act on customer feedback to improve services and/or refer to Team Leader for further action as appropriate.
17. Be responsible for cash handling, administrative and financial routines and maintaining accurate records.

18. Contribute to the effective maintenance, display and selection of stock.

19. Prepare room set ups, including refreshments, for events and meetings as required.

20. Carry out effective user education sessions with customers of all ages and abilities.

21. Collect accurate statistics and other performance information in a timely manner.

22. Take an active role in monitoring performance information for the Children’s mobile library services and use this to identify improvements.

23. Actively contribute to the successful achievement of service and corporate targets and objectives.

24. Demonstrate a strong commitment to achieving individual objectives as set out in IPRs, one to ones, etc.

25. Actively participate in team discussions and contribute to general service development and project work as required.
26. Positively contribute to the promotion of council services and work with other partner agencies as required.

26. Work with and supervise volunteers as appropriate.

     27.Be aware of individual responsibilities in relation to Health and Safety and carry out routine   

          checks as required.
