Information for Candidates – Part Time Nursery Assistant 

Our school is located within the rural village of Stamfordham, which lies in the county of Northumberland. Stamfordham lies between the city of Newcastle-upon-Tyne and the market-town of Hexham. The Village of Stamfordham lies on the southern hillside sloping down to the little river Pont, with a church at the west end. The school is the centre of the rural community and offers nursery day care and pre/after school care.  There is strong support from parents and the community, who are regarded as essential to the success of the school.  We provide a stimulating and challenging curriculum which is differentiated to the needs of every child.  Our size enables us to foster in our pupils sound moral values, self- discipline, respect for each other and the environment, and pride in themselves and their work.  Our pupils leave the school as independent learners who have a positive and active approach to their future lives and society.
