Overall Objectives of the Post
Our Adults and Integrated Care Service is responsible for a range of services and activities that support people with social care and health needs, including carers.  The approach used by the service puts more focus on supporting people to remain independent and to live better lives.  Our Let’s Talk Together approach, based on 3 conversations, puts the person at the centre of their decision making, as experts in their own lives.  Our staff enable people to explore the networks around them that can support:

Their wellbeing

•
Maintain and develop their independence

•
Prevent, reduce and delay needs

•
Connect them to their community 

•
Build on their strengths and assets

Our aim is to work with all our health and social care partners as part of a multi-disciplinary community team and deliver Practice to be Proud of to support the people of South Tyneside to Live Better Lives.  To enable us to do this, we are changing our practice to have conversations to find out what really matters to the people we work with and we are getting to know what there is in our communities, so we can link people with the right level of support.
As a key member of the leadership team, Advanced Practitioners are expected to play a leading role, assisting their Manager to undertake reflective supervision and facilitate practice improvement, motivating and inspiring our practitioners to provide the highest standards of practice, that delivers positive outcomes for people, carers’ and their families. 

The postholder will demonstrate an applied knowledge of Adult Social Care legislation including the Care Act, The Mental Health Act, Mental Capacity Act, Human Rights Act and the NHS Continuing Health Care framework, enabling the Advanced Practitioner to pass on professional knowledge to team members and provide advice on complex procedural matters. This will include confidence and competence in decision making, chairing meetings, and a knowledge and breadth of experience in a range of assessments and interventions.

Carrying a small protected caseload of complex cases, the postholder will where appropriately co-work some cases as well as managing their own caseload. Provide supervision, coaching and mentoring for team members and students, you will support the team to raise standards of practice and ensure the service delivers a high-quality social work service. Advanced practitioners will work closely with the Practice and Assurance Manager and Principal Social Worker focusing upon research and evidence based social work, sharing this learning across the service through a variety of methods including group supervision and action learning sets.   

Working closely with your Manager you will provide visible leadership that is grounded by sound and evidence based and safeguarding best practice, the role will challenge the status quo and help lead change to ensure Adults within South Tyneside are supported to Live Better Lives.  

Professional Duties and Responsibilities:

	Operational / Strategic Planning
	· Demonstrate and model working in line with the principles of our Let’s Talk Together strengths-based approach, promoting health and wellbeing.  
· Support the management team to develop operational plans for the service.
· Support and encourage all staff to promote the use of personal budgets and direct payments to enable individuals to maximise their opportunities for self-directed support.
· Working across the service and partners supporting with planning and system conversations to ensure the needs of individuals are being met. 



	Service provision:
	· To be accountable for the management of a small protected caseload of complex cases.  This includes taking a lead role in co-working these cases, enabling less experienced colleagues to develop their knowledge and skill by providing advice, guidance and support, including newly qualified practitioners and students to ensure that practice is evidence based, reflects best practice models and is in accordance with current policies, procedures and priorities. 

· Support the wider team to be highly effective and high performing, ensuring they work collaboratively with the person, their families and other wider partners to provide a Let’s Talk Together approach to assessment and planning. 
· Ensure compliance with current and future legislative duties. 

· Ensure effective management of safeguarding within council policy and procedures.

· Ensure scrutiny of packages of support so effective community options are explored whilst keeping people safe.

· Coordinate, convene, lead and / or participate in multi-agency meetings to ensure that activity and interventions are coordinated and reviewed in accordance with agreed policies, procedures and legislation.

· Take direct responsibility to supporting staff with ongoing development along with the successful integration of policy, resources and performance management issues, considering where improvements need to be made.


	Service Development:
	· Embed our Shared Values and Behaviour Framework ensuring that your team members regularly display the behaviours of Curiosity, Accountability, Responsive and Empowerment.

· Support staff to manage risk and create a culture of positive risk taking.


	Staffing:
	· Ensure appropriate systems are in place to monitor and respond to requests for assessments, including those requested from those acting on behalf of the person where appropriate to do so.
· To regularly review and understand performance management data for the team and support the Team Manager to take action where things need improving and address/escalate any performance issues in good time.

· Role model high-quality practice by guiding practitioners to identify and manage risk, be curious and analytical, build strong and effective relationships and produce a high standard of evidence-based practice. 

· Guide and support team members to facilitate choice through the promotion of independence, by applying professionally acquired knowledge and skills and make allocation decisions and judgements in respect of cases about the need for urgent intervention.

· Act as Practice Educator and in conjunction with the Principal Social Worker, take responsibility for the management, teaching and assessment of both students and newly qualified workers undertaking their ASYE.

· Provide good quality reflective supervision for practitioners.  This must be challenging and explorative and in accordance with policy and practice, ensuring professional standards are maintained.

· Support staff in their own learning and development, providing coaching and mentoring as well as undertaking performance appraisals and identifying opportunities to support ongoing progression. 

· Provide specialist knowledge and practice leadership, motivation and effective group supervision ensuring these are in line with policy and are embedded across the team. 
· You will act in an advisory and mentoring capacity to other practitioners.

· Take direct responsibility for ensuring individual practice is subject to continuous improvement and meets with local and national professional standards, including attending training and professional development events and activities relevant to the role and necessary for your registration. 
· Support staff with embedding our strengths-based approach to practice, understanding the impact of this new approach and working closely with the Practice and Assurance Manager/Principal Social Worker to ensure sustainability of this new way of working. 

· To share the learning from any training and development you undertake with members of the team, via several forums and understand the impact of this across the service. 
· Participate in individual and team 360 feedback processes.
· Uphold and promote the high standards of the profession outlined in your registration.
· Encourage team members to utilise Community Care Inform to help inform evidence-based practice and decision making.

· Ensure all staff are aware of safeguarding procedures for both adults and children by undertaking the appropriate training. Support the service to raise standards of practice in respect of safeguarding and work with those staff where cases are more complex and support is needed. 


	Quality Assurance:
	· Support the Quality Assurance Framework by completing audits and practice observations to drive forward the standards of case work practice and effective recording, providing feedback and challenge to individuals to support service and individual improvement.
· Ensure statutory duties are adhered to and any issues reported in a timely manner.
· Ensure that the professional practice of the team is of a satisfactory standard, and that you have knowledge and insight of the adults, families and carers open to practitioners you supervise. This includes ensuring high quality records, effective planning, oversight and decision making are in place. 
· Actively seek early resolution on any complaints raised.

	Communications, Engagement and Co Production :
	· Promote positive working relationships in and across teams, using strategies for collaboration and contribute to a supportive organisational culture.

· Develop strong links with other Council colleagues.
· Ensure social workers have plans in place to co-produce our services and responses with people, that we understand the experiences of those using our services and where we can improve things. 
· Ensure we have mechanisms in place to be clear about what we are doing to improve things, demonstrate our learning and adopting an open and transparent way of working with people.


	Marketing and Liaison:
	· To promote one team approach and support the management team in creating working conditions conducive to efficient operations.
· Understand, support and work to promote the values of Adult Social Care, leading by example as our Advanced Practitioners within the service.

· Ensure appropriate horizon scanning around new policy drivers and apply extensive up to date knowledge of practice, theory and legislation to enhance practice, promoting leading edge and innovative practice as an exemplar. 

· Contribute toward the development of policies and procedures within the service and ensure statutory duties are adhered to and any issues preventing this are reported in a timely manner.
