• The ability to work at heights from ladders and scaffolds. 

• Apprenticeship training with NVQ Level 2 in plastering or equivalent. 

• Ability to work flexibly to support the needs of BCE and the Communities 
directorate.

• NVQ Level 3 or equivalent. 

• Ability to resolve problems with own initiative / experience.
