These homes are predominately for children and young people between the ages of 11 to 17,
with a home for younger children. We also have a home that provides short breaks for children
with disabilities.

We operate a 365 days per year, 24 hours a day service. As part of this, our shift-based roles
work on a rota basis and attract enhanced payments which include time and a third for overtime
and unsociable hours (working between the hours of 8pm to 6am and on weekends), as well as
sleep in payments at £39.24 per sleep in.

We have a comprehensive training programme to ensure our team are skilled to support the
needs of our children and young people as well our employee’s professional development.
